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The Prophet (SAW) said: I made up my mind
to order people to do prayer, and for people
to be summoned to it, and then I would go
around behind the houses of those who
don’t show up for prayer, and burn their
houses down on top of them.

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The Prophet (SAW) said: Allah curses the
thief who steals an egg; his hand gets cut off.

Sahih Al-Bukhari, The book of legal punishments
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The Prophet (SAW) cursed effeminate men
and masculine women, and said: Get them
out of your houses!
Sahih Al-Bukhari, The book of legal punishments
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The Messenger of Allah (SAW) said:

Whoever changes his religion — behead them.
Muwatta Malik, The book of judgments
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The Prophet (SAW) said: Order young boys
to observe prayer when they are seven years
old, and once they reach ten years old, beat
them concerning it.

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“... Indeed you all have rights over your
women, and they have rights over you.

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The Messenger of Allah (SAW) ordered
dogs to be killed.

Sahih Muslim, The book of sharecropping
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Umm Sharik related that the Prophet
(SAW) ordered her to kill lizards.

Sahih Muslim, The book of greeting
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A certain man who had sex with his wife’s

maid was referred to the Messenger of

Allah (SAW), but He did not prescribe any
punishment.

Sunan Ibn Majah, The book of legal punishments
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A woman came to the Prophet (SAW) and

confessed to adultery; He gave the order for

her, and her garments were fastened tight

around her. Then He stoned her, and prayed
over her.

Sunan Ibn Majah, The book of legal punishments
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A certain woman used to insult the Prophet

(SAW); and the Prophet (SAW) asked: Who can

deal with my enemy for me? So Khalid ibn
Al-Walid set out to find her, and killed her.

Abd Al-Razzaq, the Musannaf, The book of jihad
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Mu’adh ibn Jabal came to Abu Musa Al-
Ash’ari from Yemen, and there was a man
with him. He said: What is this? Abu Musa
replied: A man who was Jewish and yielded
into Islam, then became Jewish again, and we
want him back in Islam as of — I reckon -
two months. Mu’adh said: I swear by Allah I
will not sit down until you behead him! So
his head was cut off. Then Mu’adh said: The
sentence of Allah and His Messenger.

Ibn Hazm, Al-muhalla, The book of legal punishments
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The Messenger of Allah (SAW) said: Whoever

has sex with a non-marriageable relative

[mahram], kill him; and whoever has sex with
an animal, kill him and kill the animal.

Sunan Ibn Majah, The book of legal punishments
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Ibn Khatal had two singing girls, Fartana and
her friend, and the two of them used to sing
satires about the Messenger of Allah (SAW),
so the Messenger of Allah (SAW) ordered
that they both be killed with him ... as well
as Sarah, the freed slave of one of the Banu
‘Abd Al-Mutallib; Sarah was one of those
who had insulted him in Mecca.

Ion Hisham, Al-sirah Al-nabawiya |Biography of the Prophet|
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Jarir related that the Prophet (SAW) said: If a
slave runs away, no prayer of his will be
accepted, and if he dies, he dies a disbeliever.
Then a slave of Jarir’s ran away, so he caught
him and beheaded him.
Sunan Al-Nasa’i, The book of the prohibition of bloodshed
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The Messenger of Allah (SAW) was asked
about slave girls who commit adultery, having
not been married. He said: Whip them and
then sell them after the third or fourth time.
Sahih Al-Bukhari, The book of sales
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The Messenger of Allah (SAW) said: Whoever
you find doing homosexual acts, kill the one
doing it and the one it is being done to.

Sunan Abi Dawud, The book of legal punishments
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The Prophet (SAW), regarding those who do

homosexual acts, said: Stone the top one and
the bottom one; stone them both.

Sunan Ibn Majah, The book of legal punishments
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Some people raided the Messenger of

Allah’s (SAW) milking camels, so He caught

them, cut off their hands and feet, and

gouged out their eyes.

Sunan Al-Nasa’i, The book of the prohibition of bloodshed
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There was a group of the People of the
Book who had a pact and agreement
between them and the Prophet (SAW), but
they broke the pact and caused corruption
in the land, so Allah gave His Messenger
the option to kill them if He wished, or to
cut off their hands and feet on opposite
sides if He wished.
Tafsir Ibn Kathir, Al-ma’ida 33-34
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The Messenger of Allah (SAW) said:
Kill any Jewish men you can.

Ibn Hisham, Al-sirah Al-nabawiya [Biography of the Prophet]
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The punishment for anyone who insults the
Prophet (SAW) is that he gets killed.

Ibn Taymiyya (Hanbali), Al-sarim Al-maslul [The Unsheathed
Sword|
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This verse of the Qur’an [Al-ahzab 57] makes
it obligatory to kill whoever offends Allah
and His Messenger.

Ibn Taymiyya (Hanbali), Al-sarim Al-maslul [The Unsheathed
Sword|
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Whoever slanders the Messenger (may the

prayers and peace of Allah be upon him), or whoever
defames the religion of Islam, gets killed.

Tafsir Ibn Kathir, Al-tawba 12
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Scholars in general agree that the
punishment for someone who slanders the
Prophet (SAW) is that he gets killed; among
those who said this are Malik, Al-Laith,
Ahmad, and Ishaq, and it is a tenet of Al-
Shafi’i. ... Abu Bakr Al-Farisi recounted,
from the companions of Al-Shafi’i, the
agreement among Muslims that the
punishment for someone who slanders the
Prophet (SAW) is that he gets killed, just as
the punishment for someone who slanders
anyone else is whipping.

Ibn Taymiyya (Hanbali), Al-sarim Al-maslul [The Unsheathed
Sword)
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It is narrated from Malik: Whoever insults

Abu Bakr is whipped, and whoever insults
‘Aishah is killed.

Al-qadi ‘Iyad (Maliki), Al-shifa [The Book of Healing]
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Ahmad ibn Abi Sulaiman, the companion of

Sahnun, said: Whoever says that the Prophet

(SAW) was black is killed; the Prophet (SAW)
was not black.

Al-qadi ‘Iyad (Maliki), Al-shifa [The Book of Healing]
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From Hasan, regarding a Christian [Nasrani|
who slanders a Muslim; he said: He is
whipped eighty times. Hisham ibn 'Urwa
related from his father, who said: If a
Christian slanders a Muslim, whipping is the
punishment. From Al-Zuhri, who said
regarding those held wunder safeguard
[dhimmis]: They are whipped for defaming



Muslims. From 'Amir, who said: A Muslim
and Jarmaqani came to me, each of them
having fabricated lies about the other; so I
whipped Al-Jarmaqani and I left the Muslim
alone. And 'Amr ibn 'Abd Al-'Aziz came, and
he mentioned it to him, and he said: Good
job! From 'Asim, who said: I saw Al-Sha'bi
having beaten a Christian who had slandered
a Muslim. And he ['Asim] said: Beat him! So
you can't even see your armpit! 'Tkrama, the
freed slave of Ibn 'Abbas, related from Ibn
'‘Abbas regarding a slave who slanders a free
person; he said: He is whipped forty times.
From Yahya ibn Sa'id, who said: Abu Bakr
ibn Muhammad ibn 'Amr ibn Hazm whipped
a slave, who had slandered a free person,
eighty times.

Ibn Abi Shayba, Al-musannaf, The book of legal punishments
[hudud]
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Whenever a man sees signs of rebellion from a

woman, he should admonish her with words;



and if she openly expresses rebellion he should
abandon her in bed without words, and beat
her with a beating that is not severe, that is,
does not break any bones, or cause a wound in
the flesh, and blood does not flow; this is
whether she has rebelled once or if she has
rebelled repeatedly.

Ibn Al-Nagib (Shafi'i), ‘Umda Al-salik [Reliance of the Traveller)
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Whenever a woman rebels against a man or
opposes him in regards to what he is entitled
to, let her be disciplined with the permission
of Allah Mighty and Sublime. This consists
of him admonishing her verbally; but if she
persists in opposition, he is to abandon her
in bed. And if she still persists, he is to beat
her with a beating that is not severe, one or
two lashes or a small additional number.

Ion Al-Jawzi (Hanbali), Ahkam Al-nisaa [Rulings on Women|
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It is a man’s obligation to observe the rights
of privately kept women, that he attend to
them  with  mercy, kindness, and
complacency. Whoever desires to be
compassionate towards his wife and show
mercy to her, let him be mindful of ten
things regarding her circumstances, that he
may act rightly towards her regarding them.
The first of these is that a woman can not
divorce a man without permission, whereas
a man is able to do this whenever he wishes;
a woman may not take anything without his
permission, whereas a man is able to do this;



a woman, as long as she is on his rope, may
not take a husband other than him, whereas
a man is able to marry others in addition to
her; a woman is not permitted to leave the
house without a man’s permission, whereas
a man is permitted to do this; a woman may
not express condolences, whereas a man
may do this; a woman must fear a man,
whereas a man does not fear a woman; a
woman is to be content with his cheerful
look towards her or a tender word, whereas
a man is not pleased by any of her
circumstances; a woman must separate from
her mother and father and all of her close
relatives; a woman must serve a man at all
times, whereas a man does not serve her
always; a woman must do away with herself
if a man is ill, whereas a man does not
distress even if she dies. In light of these
points which we have mentioned, intelligent
men must be merciful towards women and
not treat them unjustly or oppress them.

Ibn Al-Jawzi (Hanbali), Al-tibr Al-masbuk [Gold Nuggets],
Chapter seven
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“Women advance in the image of a devil and
retreat in the image of a devil.” [hadith of
the Prophet (SAW)]. The scholars have said
that the meaning of this is a reference to
desire and a beckoning to enticement to
them, regarding the inclination towards
women that Allah Most High placed in the
souls of men, the delight in looking at them
and anything related to them. For they are
akin to Satan in his beckoning towards evil
by his solicitousness and embellishment of
it. From this it can be concluded that a
woman must not go out among men except
out of necessity, and that a man should
lower his gaze from a woman’s garments

and avoid her completely.

Al-Nawawi (Shafi’i), Al-minhaj [Open Path|
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It is part of duty to Allah Most High that one
not be sympathetic to relatives from among
the idolaters, nor side with friends, while
upholding the religion of Allah; indeed duty
to Allah is more incumbent, and upholding
His religion is more binding. Allah Most
High has said: { Oh you who have believed!
Do not take my enemy and your enemy as
associates, extending friendship to them, as
they have disbelieved in the truth that has
come to you % [Surah Al-mumtahana 1].

Al-Mawardi (Shafi’i), Ahkam Al-sultaniya [Sovereign Rulings|
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A certain man became a Christian after having
been in Islam, and he was brought to ‘Ali, who

asked about him. And the person said:



The only thing I know he said was that he
bears witness that the Messiah is the son of
Allah. So ‘Ali rushed on him and trampled
him, and ordered the people to trample him.
Then he said: That’s enough! So they stopped,
since he was already dead.

Al-Bayhagi (Shafi’i), Ma’rifa Al-sunan [Knowledge of the
Sunnah)
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Al-Hasan said: Women who apostatize from
Islam are not killed, but they are called back
to Islam; if they refuse, they are taken captive
and made slave girls for the Muslims, but
they are not killed.
Ibn Abi Shayba, Al-musannaf [Categorized Collection]
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Woman who apostatize are not killed, but

they are permanently locked up until they
become Muslims.

Al-Shaybani, Kitab Al-siyar Al-saghir [The Lesser Book on
Campaigns]
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There are four kinds of nakedness [‘awrah,
intimate areas]: the nakedness of a man with
a man, the nakedness of a woman with a
woman, the nakedness of a woman with a
man, and the nakedness of a man with a
woman. Concerning a man with a man, it is
permissible for him to look at his entire body
except his nakedness; his nakedness is what is
between the navel and the knee. The navel
and the knee are not nakedness. According to
Abu Hanifa (may Allah have mercy on him),
the knee is part of nakedness. Malik said that
the thigh is not part of nakedness; however,
the evidence that it is nakedness is what was
narrated from Hanifa that the Prophet (SAW)
passed by him in the mosque while his thigh
was showing, and He (peace upon him) said:
Cover your thigh. It is therefore part of



nakedness. And He said to ‘Ali (may Allah be
pleased with him): Do not show your thigh, and
do not look at another thigh, living or dead.
And if desire is aroused when a man looks at
another man’s face or the rest of his body, or
there is fear of enticement because he is
smooth and beardless, then it is not lawful for
him to look at him.

Tafsir Al-Razi, Surah Al-nur
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What must a man do if he touches the hand of

a smooth and beardless boy; is this in the same



category as women, invalidating ablution, or
not? And what must a man do if he comes to
a smooth, beardless servant boy of his, and
puts his hand on this and that, and takes
pleasure from it? And what has been said
regarding the prohibition of looking at the
pleasing face of a smooth, beardless boy? And
is the hadith that has been related — that
looking at a nice face is worship — sound or
not? And if someone says: I do not look at a
nice smooth, beardless boy for any reason, but
if I see one I say “Exalted is Allah, blessed is
Allah, the best of creators!” — is it correct to
say this or not? Grant us the reward of your

judgment. And he (may Allah consecrate his spirit and
illuminate his grave and have mercy on him and be pleased
with him and make profitable his knowledge and bring us

close together in his party) answered: Praise be to
Allah, if a man “touches” a smooth, beardless
boy out of desire, there are two opinions in
the school of Ahmad and others. The first of
these is that, like touching women out of
desire, ablution 1is invalidated; this is
widespread in the Maliki school, mentioned
by Qadi Abu Yalla in commentary on this
school. This is one of two views in the Shafi’i

school. The second opinion is that it is not



invalidated; this is widespread in the Shafi’i
school. The first opinion is the clearest, for
indeed intercourse in the rear annuls the acts
of worship that are annulled by intercourse in
the front, such as fasting, ritual purity for
pilgrimage [ihram], and remaining in the
mosque for devotion [i’tikaj], and makes
washing obligatory just as this makes washing
obligatory.

Ibn Taymiyya (Hanbali), Al-tafsir Al-kabir [The Greater
Exegesis], Surah Al-nur
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Taking pleasure in touching a smooth,

beardless boy, as in shaking his hand and

the like, is prohibited by the unanimous
consensus of Muslims.

Ion Taymiyya (Hanbali), Al-fatawa Al-kubra [The Greater

Fatwas]
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It is a man’s duty to have sex with his woman

that is his wife, and this at a minimum once

every  pure  period [ie.  between

menstruations], if he is able, otherwise he
transgresses against Allah Most High.

Ibn Hazm, Al-muhalla bi al-athar [Sweetened by the Accounts]
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Scholars have disagreed on the lawfulness of
having sex with women in their rears. A
sizeable group made it permissible; Ibn
Sha’ban compiled this in the book Sex with
Women and the Rulings of the Qur'an, and
ascribed its lawfulness to a noble party from
among the Companions and Followers.

Ibn Al-‘Arabi (Maliki), Ahkam Al-qur'an [Rulings of the
Qur’an], Al-bagara 223
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It is disapproved for a man to have sex on

three nights of the month: the first, the last,

and the middle. It is said: Satan watches sex

on these nights; and it is said: That is when
the devils have sex.

Al-Ghazali (Shafi’i), Ihyaa ‘Ulum Al-deen [Revival of the
Religious Sciences]
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Washing is made obligatory by penetration
of any opening, front or rear, human or
animal, alive or dead, because it is an
opening that resembles the front part of a
woman. But if a man penetrates the front
part of an ambiguous hermaphrodite, the
two of them are not obliged to wash, since
its constitution can not be ascertained as a
vagina; washing is not made obligatory
based on uncertainty.
Ibn Qudama (Hanbali), Al-kafi [Sufficiency]
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Our companions have said that if the head of
the penis goes into the rear of a woman or the
rear of a man, or an animal's vagina or its rear,
washing [ghusl] is obligatory whether the one
penetrated is alive or dead, small or grown,
whether it was intentional or absentminded,
and whether it was by choice or compulsion.
Al-Nawawi (Shafi’i), Al-minhaj [Open Path|
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Regarding His (SAW) words “and the
circumcised part touches the circumcised
part, then washing is required” : scholars have
said that this means that you make your penis
disappear in her vagina. The intended
meaning is not necessarily touching, since the

woman’s circumcised part is above the vagina,



and the penis does not touch it during sex.
And scholars are in agreement that if a man
puts his penis on her circumcised part, but
does not insert it, washing is not obligatory.
Al-Nawawi (Shafi’i), Al-minhaj [Open Path|
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Allah Most High has made it obligatory to
venerate him and show loyalty to him; in
the Mabsut [legal manual by Al-Sarakhsi|
it is narrated from ‘Uthman ibn Kinana:
Any Muslim who insults the Prophet
(SAW) is either killed or crucified alive;
repentance is not to be sought from him.
The Imam is given the choice to crucify
him alive or kill him.

Al-qadi ‘Iyad (Maliki), Al-shifa [The Book of Healing]
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Habib ibn Rabi’ Al-Qawari said: The doctrine
of Malik and his companions is that whoever



says anything about Him (SAW) in which
there is any slighting, is to be killed without
seeking his repentance. Ibn ‘Attab said: The
Book and the sunnah both make it obligatory
that whoever intends to harm or slight the
Prophet (SAW), insinuating or openly, even
just a little, must be killed.

Al-qadi ‘Iyad (Maliki), Al-shifa [The Book of Healing]
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All those who slander the Prophet (SAW), or
defame him, or attribute flaws to him
concerning his person, his lineage, his
religion, or any of his features, or put him in
a bad light, or compare him to anything else



as a means of slandering him, contempt for
him, belittling his state of affairs, degrading
him, or shaming him - they slander him, and
the ruling for them is the ruling for
slanderers: they are killed, as we make clear;
and we make no exceptions in any of the
judgments of this chapter in this intent, and
we have no reservations, either in stating
clearly or making allusions. Similarly for
anyone who curses him, or makes
invocations against him, or wishes harm on
him, or unduly attributes anything to his
position as a means of defiling him, or abuses
his honourable authority with foolish
remarks, obscenities, reprehensible speech,
and falsehood, or dishonours him with any
of the distress and trials that came upon him,
or holds him in contempt for any of the
conceivable and commonplace natural
human features he may have had. All of this
is the universal consensus of the scholars and
imams dictating legal opinions [fatwa]| from
among the Companions (may the pleasure of
Allah be upon them in perpetuity).

Al-qadi ‘Iyad (Maliki), Al-shifa [The Book of Healing]
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Regarding intercourse with little children,
there are also two points of view. One of
them is that it carries a prohibition, which is
what Abu Yusuf said, because it is
intercourse with a living human in its front
part, similar to intercourse with an adult.
The second is that it does not carry a
prohibition, which is what Abu Hanifa said,
since it is not for the purpose of offspring,
similar to intercourse with a dead woman.
Ibn Qudama (Hanbali), Al-mughni [The Enricher]
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Regarding little girls: if she is of those with
whom intercourse is feasible, then intercourse
with her is adultery, and punishment is
obligatory, since she is like a grown woman
in this regard. If she is of those not suitable
for intercourse, then there are two points of



view, as is the case with dead women. Al-Qadi
said: There is no punishment for someone
who has intercourse with a little girl who has
not yet reached the age of nine, since no
desire can be felt for such as her, and it is
similar to if he had stuck his finger in her
vagina. Similarly if a woman inserts the penis
of a boy who has not yet reached the age of
ten; there is no punishment for her.

Ibn Qudama (Hanbali), Al-mughni [The Enricher]
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He [Al-Khiraqi| said: Whoever has

intercourse with his wife while she is still

little, and rips her, he is obliged to pay a third
of the indemnity.

The meaning of "rip" is tearing open between
where urine and sexual fluid come out. ... A
guarantee payment is indeed required for
intercourse with little girls or delicate girls
that can not tolerate intercourse, but not for
grown girls that are able to tolerate it.

Ibn Qudama (Hanbali), Al-mughni [The Enrz'cher]
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He [Marzawi| said: If a man adulterates with
a girl like those with which no sex can be had,
and opens her [afdaha, disrupts the barrier
between the vagina and the anus or between the
urinary and menstrual tracts], there is no

punishment upon him.

This is because the obligation of punishment
for adultery rests on completion of the act,
and the act is not fully realized without full
intent; it is clear that it was not the intent
when he opened her, in contrast to if he had
adulterated with her but did not open her,
since it is clear that she was the intent of this
act when she put up with the sex, and since
legal punishment is prescribed in reprimand,
and reprimand is prescribed for what one's
nature is inclined towards, but the nature of
rational people is not inclined towards



intercourse with little girls who can not feel
desire and who can not tolerate sex; for this
reason there is no obligatory penalty [hadd|
due him, although he may be given a
discretionary  punishment  [ta’zir]  for
committing what is not lawfully permissible
to him.

Al-Sarakhsi (Hcmaﬁ), Kitab Al-mabsut
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Whoever divorces his woman before
entering — there is no obligatory waiting
period [‘iddah]. But if he divorces her after,
she must observe the ‘iddah, whether or not
the husband and wife are little, or both have
reached puberty, or if one of them has
reached puberty and the other is little. And
“entering” means intercourse.

Ibn  Al-Naqib (Shafi’i), ‘Umda Al-salik [Reliance of the
Traveller|
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He [Al-Bukhari| said regarding the word of
Allah Most High § Those who have not yet
menstruated { [Surah Al-talag 4]: He made
their waiting period three months, if before
puberty. In other words, this makes it clear
that it is permissible to get married and have
sex with them before puberty.
Ibn Hajar (Shafi’i), Fath Al-bari [Victory of the Creator]
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Regarding his [Al-Nasafi’s| words “and the

concealment of the head of a penis in the

front part or the rear; both require ...”:

concealment in a dead woman or a little girl

does not make washing obligatory except in
the case of ejaculation.

Ibn Nujaim (Hanafi), Al-bahr Al-ra’iq [The Tranquil Sea|
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This is unequivocal regarding the
permissibility of a father to marry off a little
girl without her permission, since there is no
permission she can give; grandfathers are
like fathers in our view. In the previous
chapter the disagreements regarding the
stipulations of the guardian were laid out;
but Muslims unanimously agree that it is
permissible for a man to marry off his little
virgin daughter, in light of this hadith. If she
has reached puberty, she does not have the
choice to go against him, according to Malik,
Al-Shafi'i, and the rest of the legal scholars of
Hejaz. ... Regarding the time of the wedding
ceremony of the young married girl, and the
sex to be had with her - if the husband and
the guardian agree to anything in which there



is no harm to the little girl, it may be done.
If the two of them disagree, Ahmad and Abu
'Ubaid said that a nine-year-old girl can be
forced to do it, but not younger. Malik, Al-
Shafi'i, and Abu Hanifa said: This depends on
her being able to tolerate the sex, and this
differs according to differences among girls,
and no age limit can be set.

Al-Nawawi (Shafi’i), Al-minhaj [Open Path)
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If a woman inserts the penis of a boy who
has not yet reached the age of ten, there is
no punishment for her.
Ibn Qudama (Hanbali), Al-mughni [The Enricher]
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If a woman inserts an animal's penis into
herself, she is obliged to wash.
Al-Nawawi (Shafi’i), Al-minhaj [Open Path|
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Some scholars have reached the conclusion
from this verse [Surah Al-tawba 12] that it is
obligatory to kill anyone who defames the
religion, as he is a disbeliever. Defaming
means attributing to it what is not befitting
to it, or raising frivolous objections against
religious matters.
Tafsir Al-Qurtubi
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It is related from Yahya Al-Kindi from Al-

Sha’bi and Abu Ja’far regarding someone

who plays with a boy - if he puts it into

him - then he is absolutely not to marry
the boy’s mother.

Sahih Al-Bukhari, The book of getting married and having sex
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Asmaa ibn ‘Ubaid said: I told Ibn Sirin I

have an orphan with me. He said: Treat

him as you would treat your own child;

beat him as you would beat your own child.
Al-Bukhari, Al-adab Al-mufrad [Exemplary Manners]
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The faith of a Muslim is spoiled by affection
with disbelievers, and so anyone who is a
Muslim can not be close with anyone who
has disbelieved.

Tafsir Al-Baghawi, Al-mujadilah 22
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In the Islamic religion, jihad was prescribed
to make a broad call [da’'wah] and bring all
people into the religion of Islam voluntarily
or forcibly.
Ibn Khaldoun (Maliki), Al-muqaddimah, Section 3
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“Absolution” [Surah Al-tawba] abrogated all
peacemaking, until people say “There is no
god but Allah”.
Tafsir Al-Qurtubi, Al-anfal 61
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It is obligatory for a guardian to have young
children circumcised before they reach

puberty.
Al-Nawawi (Shafi’i), Al-minhaj [Open Path]
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It is the duty of slave girls and free women
not to refuse the master or the husband when
he calls for them, provided the woman who is
called is not menstruating, or sick, such that
she would be hurt by sex, and provided she is
not observing an obligatory fast. If she refuses
herself without an excuse, she is cursed.

Ibn Hazm, Al-muhalla bi al-athar [Sweetened by the Accounts]

Regarding a man who divorces a slave girl

three times and then purchases her, Zaid ibn

Thabit said: She is unlawful for him until she

gets married and has sex with a different
husband.

Muwatta Malik (Maliki), The book of getting married and
having sex
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A man came to ‘Ali (may Allah be pleased with

him) and said to him: I have a woman that

whenever I have sex with her she says:
"“You're killing me!" ‘Ali replied: Kill her.
Ibn Qayyim (Hanbali), Akhbar Al-nisaa [Reports of Women|
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A certain man said to Al-Sha’bi: What do
you say about a woman who says to her
husband when he has intercourse with her:
"You'’re killing me, you’re agonizing me!"?
He replied: Let him kill her.

Al-Raghib Al-Asfahani, Muhadarat [Lectures]|
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Abu Hanifa said: There is no punishment on
someone who marries his mother, the one
who gave birth to him, or his daughter, or his
sister, or his grandmother, or his paternal
aunt, or his maternal aunt, or his brother's
daughter, or his sister's daughter — aware that
they are related to him, aware that they are
prohibited to him - as well as intercourse
with any of these women.

Ibn Hazm, Al-muhalla bi al-athar [Sweetened by the Accounts]
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The worst position is the woman on top of

the man and he having sex with her on his

back. This is contrary to the natural position

that Allah established for a man and a
woman.

Ibn Qayyim [Hanbali), Al-tibb Al-nabawi [Medicine of the
Prophet]
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If a man perforates [iftadd; deflowers| a
woman with his hand and keeps her, there is
no punishment and no indemnity, since he
has debased his property with himself and
consummated the bride price.
Al-Qarafi (Maliki), Al-dhakhira [Stored-up Treasure]
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If a man wraps a cloth around his penis and
inserts it into a woman'’s vagina, there are three
points of view among our companions. The
correct and well-known of these is that both
of them are obliged to wash; the second is that
it is not obligatory, since he has penetrated in
a cloth; and the third, if the cloth is thick and
prevents the attainment of pleasure or
moisture, that washing is not obligatory -
otherwise it is. But Allah knows best.
Al-Nawawi (Shafi’i), Al-minhaj [Open Path)
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If a man inserts part of the head of the penis,
or has intercourse in somewhere besides the
vagina, or in the bellybutton, but does not
ejaculate, he is not obliged to wash ... If the
head of the penis has been cut off, and he
inserts what remains of his penis, and it is
equal to the size of the head, washing is
obligatory ... If it is less than this, nothing
is necessary.

Ibn Qudama (Hanbali), Al-mughni [The Enricher]
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Is it permissible to eat semen in a state of
purity? There are two views on this; the
correct and widespread one is that it is not
permissible, since it is taken to be
repulsive; the Most High said g Prohibited
to them are repulsive things § [Surah Al-
A’raf 157]. And the second is that it is



permissible, this being what Sheikh Abu
Zaid Al-Maruzi says, since it is in a state of

purity and there is no harm in it.

Al-Nawawi (Shafi’i), Kitab al-Majmu’ [Compendium|
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It is lawful to look at women other than one’s

wives or marriageable relatives in the case of

buying and selling, appropriation and

allotting, and the like, although touching
them is not permitted in any of this.

Al-Nawawi (Shafi’i), Kitab al-Majmw’ [Compendium|
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Getting married and having sex is a kind of

bondage, for a woman is a slave to the man,

and absolute obedience to the husband is due

of her in all that he asks her of herself, as long
as there is no wrongdoing.

Al-Ghazali  (Shafi'i), Ihyaa ‘Ulum Al-deen [Revival of the
Religious Sciences]|
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Regarding someone who says a man is
permitted to enjoy a slave girl that is under
his possession, with intercourse and other
things, but a woman is not permitted to enjoy
her slave, either with intercourse or other
things: this too is of the perfection of the law
and its wisdom; for indeed a master subdues
what he owns, rules over it, and holds it; and
a husband subdues his wife, rules over her,
and she is under his authority and direction,
similar to a prisoner. For this reason a slave
is prohibited from getting married and having
sex with his mistress due to the mutual
incompatability between his being her
property and her husband, and between her
being his mistress and the woman he has
intercourse with.

Ibn Qayyim (Hanbali), I'lam Al-muwaqqi’in [Notifications of
Those who Write|
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Malik was asked about men who have
women [i.e. wives] and servant girls — may
a man have intercourse with all of them
before he washes himself? And he said:
There is no problem with a man coming to
two of his servant girls before he washes
himself, but as to free women, it is
disapproved for a man to come to one free
woman on the day of another one; however
as regards his coming to one servant girl
and then another, being in a state of sexual
impurity [junub], there is no issue with that.
Muwatta Malik (Maliki), The book of purity
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Ibn Juwaiz Mandad said: It is permissible for
the husband or the master to look at the rest
of the body and the outside of the vagina



without looking at the inside, and likewise it
is permissible for a woman to look at the
nakedness [‘awrah] of her husband, and a

slave girl the nakedness of her master.

Tafsir Al-Qurtubi, Al-nur 31
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For any man who deflowers a woman with
his finger, or a woman who deflowers
another woman with her finger, or anyone
who inserts something into another person's
rear, a discretionary punishmen [ta’zir| may
be given.

Ibn Hazm, Al-muhalla bi al-athar [Sweetened by the Accounts]
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Concerning the harm permissible towards
the enemy: obviously harm can be towards
property, or life, or liberty [rigab, necks], by



this I mean enslavement or taking
possession. Harm as enslavement is
permissible by universal consensus for all
types of idolaters [mushrikun], by this I mean
their males, their females, their elderly, their
youth, insignificant or distinguished, except
for monks. ... Most of the scholars agree that
the leader [imam| has the option of several
dispositions regarding captives, among them
to show favour to them, to take them as
slaves, to kill them, to take a ransom from
them, or to levy protective tribute [jizya]
from them.

Ibn Rushd, Bidaya Al-mujtahid [Primer for Those who Deduce]
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Do not settle for merely having strong
feelings towards them, but rather aim to
blockade them in their strongholds and
ramparts, and by lying in wait on their roads
and passageways, until you constrict their
open spaces and compel them either to
getting killed or to Islam.

Tafsir Ibn Kathir, Al-tawba 5
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In that perseverance in fighting is one of the
obligations of jihad, it is obligatory until one
of four dispositions is attained. ... The
second disposition is that Allah Most High
grants him [the emir, military commander]
victory over them, but they remain in their
idolatry [shirk]; so their women and children
are taken captive, their wealth is plundered,
and those of them who are not taken into
captivity are killed. With regard to the
captives, he has the choice to carry out the
most advantageous of four options: one is to
kill them as captives by decapitation, the
second is to enslave them and to apply the
rulings for slaves to them as regards buying
and selling, the third is to ransom them for
money or other prisoners, and the fourth is



to show kindness to them and pardon them.
Allah Most High has said: { Whenever you
come across people who have disbelieved,
behead them | [Surah Muhammad 4]. There
are two points of view regarding this: one
of these is to behead them as captives after
gaining power over them, and the other is
to fight them in organized armed combat
until being able to behead them in battle.
Then He said: % Until you have thoroughly
brought them down; and tighten the
shackles ; , where “brought down” means
piercing, and “tightening the shackles”
means taking captive.

Al-Mawardi (Shafi'i), Ahkam Al-sultaniya [Sovereign Rulings]
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Whenever someone of age, of sound mind,
and free-willed commits adultery or
homosexual acts, whether he is a Muslim or



a dhimmi or an apostate, whether he is free
or a slave, the legal punishment is incumbent
upon him. If he is virtuous [i.e. married], he
is stoned to death. The virtuous is someone
who, in a legitimate marriage, has had
intercourse in the front part, being free, of
age, and of sound mind. If a man has
intercourse with his wife in the rear, or with
a servant girl in the front, or in an invalid
marriage, or if a man, being a slave, has
intercourse with his wife and is then freed,
or if he is a young boy, or if he is insane but
then recovers his sanity and adulterates, then
he is not virtuous. The non-virtuous, if he is
a free man, is whipped a hundred times and
banished for a year to a distance of four mail
stages [approximately 80 km]; if he is a slave,
he is whipped fifty times and banished for
half a year.

Ibn  Al-Nagib (Shafi’i), ‘Umda Al-salik [Reliance of the
Traveller)
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There is no problem for a mujahid to deceive
his opponent in times of fighting, and this
does not constitute treason on his part.
Some of the scholars took this literally and
said: This gives license to tell lies during
these times. They drew this conclusion from
the hadith of Abu Huraira (may Allah be pleased
with him), that the Prophet (SAW) said:
Telling lies is not appropriate except in
three instances — in reconciliation between
two people, in fighting, and in a man
pleasing the women of his household. Our
school of thought is that this does not mean
telling pure lies, since license is not given
for this, but rather the meaning is to use
misleading speech.

Al-Sarakhsi (Hanafi), Sharh Kitab Al-siyar Al-kabir
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The word of the Most High: { Fighting is
ordained for you E ; the Prophet (SAW) was
not given permission to fight during his time
in Mecca, but when He emigrated, He was
given permission to fight the idolaters who
fought against him. Then He was given
permission to fight the idolaters in general,
and finally Allah Most High made jihad an
obligation.
Tafsir Al-Nisaburi, Al-baqara 216
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It is permissible for a Muslim to kill any of
the fighters of the idolaters over whom he
has prevailed, whether they have engaged in
combat or not. There is disagreement
regarding killing their elders and monks



living in hermitages and monasteries. One
viewpoint regarding them is that they are not
to be killed until they themselves fight, since
a truce has been made with them, like
women and children. The second viewpoint
is that they are to be killed even if they do
not fight, since perhaps they may give
counsel with ideas more harmful to the
Muslims than fighting.

Al-Mawardi (Shafi’i), Ahkam Al-sultaniya [Sovereign Rulings|
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And Thabit got up and said: ... “We are
Allah’s helpers and the ministers of His
Messenger. We fight people until they
believe in Allah; whoever believes in Allah
and His Messenger, He forbids their
property and their blood, but whoever
disbelieves, we wage jihad on them for Allah
forever. Killing them is trivial for us.”

Ibn Hisham, Al-sirah Al-nabawiya [Biography of the Prophet]
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In this verse [Muhammad 35] is proof that

the hands of the Muslims, whenever they

are raised high over the idolaters — there

is no need for them to respond to them

with a truce, since this would imply
abandoning jihad.

Al-Samarqandi (Hanafi), Bahr Al-‘ulum [Sea of Knowledge]
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At the outset of Islam, when the Muslims
were in Mecca, they were ordered to observe
prayer and give zakat; and they were ordered
to support and comfort the poor among
them. And they were ordered to be lenient
and forgiving of the idolaters, and to be



forbearing with them for a time. But they had
a burning desire and wished to be ordered to
fight, so that they could satisfy their thirst
against their enemies. However, the situation
then was not expedient for many reasons,
among them their small number against the
large number of their enemy, as well as them
being in their city, a sacred city, the most
noble site on earth, and therefore the order
to fight did not occur there in the beginning,
as has been said. For this reason they were
not ordered to wage jihad until they were in
Medina, when they had acquired a place for
themselves, capability, and helpers [Ansar].

Tafsir Ibn Kathir, Al-nisaa 77
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It is not permissible to conclude a truce with
the disbelievers except when necessary, this
being whenever we are prevented from
combatting them due to the weakness of the
Muslims.
Tafsir Al-Qurtubi, Muhammad 35
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Protective tribute [jizya] is not accepted
from a Jew, Christian, or Magian, except by
them agreeing that Muhammad is the
Messenger of Allah to us, and that they not
defame him or anything in the religion of
Islam, based on the hadith of Thawban that
we mentioned earlier, and the word of the
Most High: { ... and defame your religion,
then fight the leaders of disbelief - for
indeed they have no oaths ... | [Al-tawba 12].
And this is what Malik said, in Al-mustakhrija
[by Al-‘Utbi]; he said: Any person under
safeguarding [dhimmi] who says
“Muhammad has been sent to you all, not to
us” - there is no issue with him. But if he
says “He was not a prophet”, he is killed.

Ibn Hazm, Al-muhalla bi al-athar [Sweetened by the Accounts]
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Nothing is accepted from a disbeliever except
Islam, or the sword — men and women alike
— except the People of the Book in particular,
these being Jews, Christians, and Magians
only. Indeed if these people pay tribute for
protection [jizya], they can stay that way as
long as they are abased. Abu Hanifa and Malik
said: However, those Arabs who are not
specifically People of the Book - either Islam
or the sword.

Ibn Hazm, Al-muhalla bi al-athar [Sweetened by the Accounts]
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No protective tribute [jizya] is accepted
from the heathens, and nothing but Islam is



satisfactory from them. They are not like
the People of the Book, from whom jizya is
taken. The wisdom in this is that the People
of the Book possess inspired books in which
there is truth, and even if they have ignored
it, Allah has granted them respite from
killing, due to the sanctity of these books,
and has commanded that they be abased by
the jizya, and that they look into their books
and be instructed by them, that they might
comprehend the truth therein, and follow it.
In contrast, the heathens do not have any
books to guide them to the truth, and
granting them respite only adds to their
idolatry, so Allah refuses to be pleased with
them except either by them becoming
Muslims or by them getting killed.

Al-Tabarani, Al-tafsir Al-kabir [The Great Exegesis|, Al-baqara
190-193
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It is not permissible to esteem those held
under safeguarding [dhimma], nor elevate

them above the Muslims; rather they are



shamed, abased, and wretched ... This is why
the Leader of the Faithful ‘Umar ibn Al-
Khattab (may Allah be pleased with him) imposed
these well-known conditions on them [the
Pact of ‘Umar} — to shame them, abase them,
and make them miserable.

Tafsir Ibn Kathir, Al-tawba 29
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In this is the permissibility of spying on
idolaters and finding out when they are not
watching, and the permissibility of
assassinating those of them who are causing
excessive harm; Abu Rafi’ used to shout at
the Messenger of Allah (SAW) and rally
people against him. From this it can be taken
that it is permissible to kill an idolater
without inviting him to Islam [da'wah] if he
has already been given da’wah, and moreover,
to kill him if he is asleep and his state is such
that it is known that he persists in his



disbelief, and that there is no hope for his
deliverance; the way to know this is either
by divine inspiration or by evidence that
indicates it.

Ibn Hajar (Shafi’i), Fath Al-bari [Victory of the Creator]
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If one fears that they will break their treaty,
it is permissible for him to default on the
treaty with them, based on the word of Allah
Most High: { And if indeed you fear betrayal
from people, default on them likewise |
[Surah Al-anfal 58).
Ibn Qudama (Hanbali), Al-mughni [The Enricher]
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{ This is because they antagonized Allah |
[Surah Al-hashr 4]: the explanations of Al-
anfal 13 and Muhammad 32 have already
preceded. Al-Qadi Abu Ya’la said: This verse
is evidence that it is permissible to make
conciliation with the other party in warfare
with the stipulation of them vacating their
homes, with no captives, no taking of slaves,
no jizya, and no entering into safeguarding
[dhimma]. However this ruling is abrogated
whenever the Muslims have the power to
fight them, because Allah Most High
ordered that the disbelievers be fought until
they yield into Islam [become Muslims] or
pay protective tribute [jizya]. Nevertheless
this ruling is permitted whenever the
Muslims are prevented from combatting
them and are unable to make them enter
into Islam or dhimma; in this instance it is
permissible to make conciliation with them,
with the stipulation of them departing from
their land.

Tafsir Ibn Al-Jawzi
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Masturbation is not permitted except out of

necessity ... The ruling for women is the

same as the ruling for men; they can use

something similar to a penis if they fear they
might commit adultery.

Al-Mardawi  (Shafi'i), Al-Insaf fi Ma'rifa [Justice in
Knowledge]
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Al-Shafi’i (may Allah have mercy on him)

said: No activity with the penis is

permitted except in a wife or what is

owned by one's right hand; masturbation is
not permitted. But Allah knows best.

Al-Bayhaqi  (Shafi’i), Al-sunan Al-kubra [The Greater
Collection of Sunnah)
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When a man is in a position of marriage or
concubinage, it is not permissible for him to
masturbate with his hand. ... But if he is
overcome by his sex drive, fearing
transgression, as in the case of a prisoner, a
traveler, or a poor person, it is permissible
for him; Ahmad stipulated this, and related
that the Companions [Sahaba| used to do it
on their military raids and journeys.

Ibn Qayyim (Hanbali), Bada’ia Al-fawa’id [Wonders of the
Benefits)

Whipping one’s penis with one’s hand until
it discharges is absolutely forbidden
according to most legal scholars, although
according to one group of the imams, it is
prohibited except in necessity, such as if one
fears distress or fears illness or fears he
might commit adultery.

Ibn Taymiyya (Hanbali), Al-fatawa Al-kubra [The Greater
Fatwas)
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In doing it with the hand of one's wife or
someone similar, there is spilling of semen,
although this is by enjoyment in a
permissible fashion, such as if he ejaculates
by thighing or belly rubbing, in contrast to
with his hand or something similar,
including if he puts his penis into a wall or
something similar until he ejaculates. ... it is
not lawful to do it with one's own hand,
according to the word of the Most High :
{ And those who guard their crotches ... |
[Surah Al-mw’'minun 5.
Ibn ‘Abidin (Hanafi), Radd Al-muhtar [Answer to the Perplexed)
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If a woman puts something against her

vagina, without insertion, until it ejaculates,
this is disliked but there is no wrongdoing.

Ibn Hazm, Al-muhalla bi al-athar [Sweetened by the Accounts]
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The majority hold to a prohibition on
masturbation ... Ahmad ibn Hanbal
permitted it, since it is an excess in the body;
therefore he permitted expelling it as the
need arises.

Abu Hayyan, Al-bahr Al-muheet [The All-embracing Sea], Al-
mw'minun 5-7
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Ejaculating without copulation is not
regarded as sex or intercourse as commonly
practiced. Allah Most High prohibited sex
and intercourse in anywhere other than the
place of tillage, not masturbation; therefore a
prohibition on masturbating between
someone's legs or the folds of their belly can
not be concluded from this verse [Surah Al-
baqara 223].

Al-Alusi, Tafsir Ruh Al-ma'ani [Spirit of the Meanings|
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If a woman inserts an aminal’s penis into

herself, she is obliged to wash, and if she

inserts an amputated penis there are two

points of view; the more correct of the two
is that she is obliged to wash.

Al-Nawawi (Shafi’i), Al-minhaj [Open Path|
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If a woman inserts a donkey’s penis or an

amputated penis into herself, her pilgrimage
[hajj] is invalidated by universal consensus.

Ion ‘Abidin (Hanafi), Radd Al-muhtar [Answer to the Perplexed]
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It is permissible for a man to masturbate
using the hand of his wife or female servant.
Ibn ‘Abidin (Hanafi), Radd Al-muhtar [Answer to the Perplexed)
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Al-Zayla'i concluded that it is not lawful to
do it with one's hand, according to the word
of the Most High : g And those who guard
their crotches § to the end of the verse; he
said: Enjoyment has not been made
permissible except with these two, that is,
with a wife or a slave girl.
Ibn ‘Abidin (Hanafi), Radd Al-muhtar [Answer to the Perplexed)
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Abu Hanifa said: Washing is not made
obligatory from intercourse with a dead
woman or an animal, since this is not
something sought after, and since it is
neither stipulated nor in the implication of
what is stipulated. For us, however, washing
becomes obligatory upon penetration of any
vagina, as is the case of intercourse with a
woman when she is alive as well as

intercourse with a dead woman.

Ibn Qudama (Hanbali), Al-mughni [The Enricher]
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It is taught regarding intercourse with an
animal that the pilgrimage [hajj] is not
invalidated from it; this is what Malik and
Abu Hanifa said.

Ibn Qudama (Hanbali), Al-mughni [The Enricher|
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Ibn Shihab, regarding someone who has sex

with one of the livestock [e.g. a cow], said: [

haven't heard any sunnah regarding this, but

we would consider him as an adulterer,
whether he is married or not.

'Abd Al-Razzaq, Al-musannaf [Categorized Collection]
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Ejaculation from touching or kissing an
animal — indeed nothing of the definition of
sex is found in this, and it becomes like



ejaculation from looking or fantasizing, and
therefore does not annul the fast, by universal
consensus.

Ion ‘Abidin (Hanafi), Radd Al-muhtar [Answer to the Perplexed]
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If a woman facilitates herself to a monkey

and he has intercourse with her, the ruling

for her is like that of coming to an animal.

That is, there being no obligatory legal

penalty [hadd] for her, but she may be
given a discretionary punishment [ta’zir|.

Ibn ‘Abidin (Hanafi), Radd Al-muhtar [Answer to the Perplexed)
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He [Ibn ‘Aqil] said: Women are not permitted
to be alone with castrated men or complete
eunuchs, since even if the member is
nonfunctional or absent, a man’s desire does
not cease in his heart, and there is no



guarantee against enjoyment from kissing and
other things. Therefore, for the same reason,
virile men are not permitted to be alone with
women having abnormal or absent sexual

organs.

Ibn Al-Jawzi (Hanbali), Ahkam Al-nisaa [Rulings on Women]
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The Companions [Sahaba] agreed about

killing homosexuals; however they disagreed
regarding how to kill them.

Ion Qayyim (Hanbali), Rawda Al-muhibeen [Garden of Lovers]
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Ibn Abbas was asked about homosexuals;

how do you punish them? He said: Find out

where the highest building in the city is,

and throw them from it upside-down, then
stone them.

Ibn Qayyim (Hanbali), Rawda Al-muhibeen |Garden of Lovers]
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It is related from ‘Ali ibn Abi Talib (may Allah

be pleased with him) that a homosexual was

brought to him; he was made to ascend the

minaret and then he was flung upside-down

head first. And ‘Ali said: “That’s how you get

thrown into hell!”
The Letters of Al-Jahidh
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It was related from Abu Bakr (may Allah be
pleased with him) that a homosexual was
brought to him, and he made a wall fall
down on top of him.
The Letters of Al-Jahidh
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Ibrahim Al-Nakh’i said: If anyone should be

stoned twice, homosexuals should be stoned
twice.

Ion Qayyim (Hanbali), Rawda Al-muhibeen |Garden of Lovers]
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Also a hadith of Abu Bakr (may Allah be pleased
with him), that Khalid ibn Al-Walid wrote to
him of some people that had engaged in
homosexual acts; and he ordered them to be
burned.

The Letters of Al-Jahidh
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Abu Thaur related from Abu Hanifa that
homosexual activity and intercourse in the
rear do not invalidate the pilgrimage [hajj].

Ibn Qudama (Hanbali), Al-mughni [The Enricher]
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It is forbidden for a man to look at the face
of a smooth, beardless boy [amrad] if he is
good-looking, whether he looks out of desire
or not, whether it is free of enticement or if
he fears enticement. This is the sound and
preferred doctrine among the true scholars,
stipulated by Al-Shafi’i and the most eminent
among his companions (may Allah Most High
have mercy on them). The evidence for this is
that they are in essence like women - they
can be desired just like women, they look
beautiful just like women, and perhaps many
of them may even be better looking than
many women. Moreover, they are prohibited
all the more for another reason, this being
that certain evil things are possible with
them that are unlike those concerning
women. But Allah knows better.

Al-Nawawi (Shafi’i), Al-minhaj [Open Path]
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House arrest was made the punishment for

lesbianism.

Al-Alusi, Tafsir Ruh Al-ma'ani [Spirit of the Meanings], Al-
nisaa 16
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Ibn ‘Aqil said: Whenever a liking to
lesbianism  becomes evident among
women, they must be forbidden to be alone
with each other. Lesbianism is adultery,
although the legal penalty [hadd] is not
obligatory, = rather a  discretionary
punishment [ta’zir], since it is without
penetration; it is like intercourse between
a man and a man with no vagina involved.

Ion Al-Jawzi (Hanbali), Ahkam Al-nisaa [Rulings on Women|
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Regarding a woman who does rufghah to

another woman [sticking out her crotch to

the other's crotch] ; Al-Zuhri said: Each of
them is to be given a hundred lashes.

Abu Muhammad [Ibn Hazm| (may Allah have

mercy on him) said: People differed regarding

lesbianism. One party said: Both of them are

whipped a hundred times ... but another

party allowed it ... Others said: it is

forbidden, there is no obligatory legal

punishment [hadd]; but a discretionary
punishment [ta’zir] may be given.

Ibn Hazm, Al-muhalla bi al-athar [Sweetened by the Accounts]
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If two women rub on each other, they are
accursed, according to what is narrated
from the Prophet (SAW), who said: If a
woman comes to another woman, both of
them are adulteresses. But there is no
obligatory legal punishment [hadd] due
them since it does not involve penetration,
and is similar to intimacy in other than the
vagina; however the two of them may be



given a discretionary punishment [ta’zir],
since it is adultery, but without obligatory
legal penalty, as it resembles intimacy of a
man with a woman without actual sex.

Ibn Qudama (Hanhali), Al-mughni [The Enricher]
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The characteristics of something used to
wipe is that it be solid, pure, not something
that can be eaten, not something that is
forbidden, and not attached to an animal.
This includes stones, wood, pottery, dirt, and
things similar to these. It does not include
food items, dung, or decomposing bones,
because these are food for the genies [jinn].



A stone with three corners is fine. Our
companions disagree on the manner of
performing istijmar; but most of them say
that one is to take the first stone in his left
hand and begin with this from the front of
his right side, dragging it backwards; then he
repeats this towards the place from which he
began. Then he takes the second stone and
begins with it from the front of the left side,
dragging it backwards; then he repeats this
towards the place from which he began.
Then he takes the third stone and moves it
in a circle around his hole, and repeats this
in the center. Al-Sharif Abu Ja’far and Ibn
‘Aqil held that he is to include the whole area
with each stone, since if he did not include
the whole area, it would be something pieced
together rather than repetition. In case the
stuff can not be removed with three stones,
he is to use more until he is clean. It is
desirable for a man to begin with his front
parts, lest his hand become impure from his
front parts if he begins from the rear.
However a woman is free to chose in this
regard, although it is best to use stones and
water together; if she wants to limit it to one
of these, water is best.

Ion Al-Jawzi (Hanbali), Ahkam Al-nisaa [Rulings on Women|
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Tayammum [dry wiping with dust] is
obligatory for anyone who has defecated or
had sex whenever they can not find any water.

Tafsir Al-Razi, Al-ma’ida 6
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Abu Qasim [Al-Khiraqi] said: That which

annuls a state of purity is what comes out of
one’s front part or rear part.

Everything that comes out from the two
passages [al-sabilain; the front and the rear]
can be summarized in two categories: first,
what is commonplace, such as urine, feces,
semen, pre-ejaculate, prostatic secretion, and
gas; all of these invalidate one’s ablution. Ibn
Al-Mundhir said: Scholars are in unanimous



agreement that feces coming out of one’s
rear, urine coming out of a man’s penis or a
woman’s front part, pre-ejaculate coming
out, and gas coming out of one’s rear, are all
bodily occurrences [hadath] ; each of these
annuls a state of purity and makes ablution
obligatory. Moreover, blood from vaginal
bleeding annuls a state of purity according to
the general opinion of scholars, except that
of Rabi’a. The second category are things that
are uncommon, such as blood, worms,
stones, and hair; these also invalidate
ablution.

Ibn Qudama (Hanbali), Al-mughni [The Enricher]
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Salih transmitted from his father regarding a
woman who passes gas from her vagina:
whatever comes out of the two passages [i.e.
the front or the rear| makes ablution
obligatory. Al-Qadi said: Passing gas out of
the penis or from the front part of a woman
invalidates ablution.

Ibn Qudama (Hanbali), Al-mughni [The Enricher]
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He [Al-Khiragi] said: Ritual cleansing

[istinjaa] is not required of anyone who falls
asleep or passes gas.

We know of no disagreement regarding this.
Abu Abdullah said: Istinjaa is not made
obligatory in the case of gas, neither in the
book of Allah nor in the sunnah of His
Prophet, but ablution [wudu’| does become
obligatory.

Ibn Qudama (Hanbali), Al-mughni [The Enricher|
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It is desirable for a woman with vaginal

bleeding to bathe for every prayer, although
this is not obligatory.

Ibn Al-Jawzi (Hanbali), Ahkam Al-nisaa [Rulings on Women]
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Manner of performing full washing [ghusl]:
one places the vessel on his right side, then
invokes the name of Allah Most High [by
saying “Bismillah...”], washes his hands three
times, then performs a general cleansing as
we have described, removing the filth from
his body if there is any. Then he is to
perform ablution [wudu’| as is done for
prayer, as stated earlier, but without washing
his feet; these he is to delay, for indeed if he
washes them, and then places them on the
ground, it is a waste of water. Then he is to
pour water over his right side three times,
then over his left side three times, then over
his head three times, then he is to rub down
his front and back sides, then run through



his head and beard hair, then return the
water to where it came from, whether much
or little. (A woman is not required to undo
her hairlocks unless she knows that the water
will not reach down to the roots.) And he
must pay attention to the crooks of his body,
and take care not to touch his penis during
all of this; if he does, he must repeat wudu’.
And if he performs wudu' before ghusl, he
does not need to repeat it following ghusl.

Al-Ghazali (Shafi’i), Ihyaa ‘Ulum Al-deen [Revival of the
Religious Sciences|
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Semen is recognized by gushing, or delight,
or the emanating smell either like dough
when it is moist or egg white when it is dry.
And when one of these is noted, it was

semen, making washing obligatory.

Ibn Al-Nagib (Shafi'i), ‘Umda Al-salik [Reliance of the Traveller)
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The necessity for washing [ghusl] does not

depend on the emission of semen; rather

when the head of the penis disappears inside

the vagina, washing is obligatory for the man
and the woman.

Al-Nawawi (Shafi’i), Al-minhaj [Open Path|
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If a man feels the movement of semen down
his back but grabs his penis and nothing
comes out, then regarding this there are two
accounts. One of them says that he is not
obliged to wash, based on what the Prophet
(SAW) said: “If she sees fluid ...” The second
is that washing is in fact obligatory, since
the semen has come out of its resting place,
similar to if it had actually appeared.
Ion Qudama (Hanbali), Al-kafi [Sufficiency]

If semen [maniy| comes down to the opening
of the penis, but then does not come out,
washing is not obligatory. Likewise if the
semen reaches the middle of the penis, and a
man is in prayer but grabs his penis with his
hand through his clothes, and the semen does
not come out until he concludes his prayer,
then his prayer is valid, since he remains
pure until it comes out. And the woman is
like the man in this regard, except in the case
that she is a formerly married woman, and
the semen [maniy| comes down to her vagina
and reaches the place which requires
washing from sexual impurity and cleaning
in general (that is, the parts that are visible
when she is sitting down to fulfill her need);
then she is obliged to wash, since the semen
reached this location.

Al-Nawawi (Shafi’i), Al-minhaj [Open Path]
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Anyone raised among Muslims who
abandons the obligation of prayer, zakat,
fasting, hajj, the prohibition on alcohol,
adultery, or anything else that is agreed to be
obligatory or prohibited, known to be
required as part of one’s religion - he has

disbelieved, and is killed for his disbelief.
Ibn Al-Nagib (Shafi'i), ‘Umda Al-salik [Reliance of the Traveller)
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If people just take property and do not kill -
as the Bedouins frequently did — then the
right hand and left foot should be cut off of
each individual, according to numerous
scholars, like Abu Hanifa, Ahmad, and others.
This is the meaning of the word of Allah
Most High: { Or their hands and feet cut off



on opposite sides | [Surah Al-ma’ida 33]: the
hand, used to strike, and the foot, used to
walk on, are cut off. And the hand and the
foot are finished with boiling oil or
something similar so that bleeding is stopped
and does not keep flowing and lead to decay.

Ibn Taymiyya (Hanbali), Al-siyasa Al-shar’ia [Lawful Political
Authority]
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If a man adulterates with a free woman or
a slave girl, and then kills her, he must pay
the full punishment for adultery.
However it is narrated from Abu Hanifa
that the punishment for adultery is lifted if
he kills her.

Ibn Hazm, Al-muhalla bi al-athar [Sweetened by the Accounts]
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Whenever sharia and sound reasoning

contradict each other, sharia must be given
precedence.

Ibn Taymiyya (Hanbali), Dar' Ta'arud [Averting the Conflict)
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
