Nakedness [‘awrah, intimate parts] is of four 
kinds: the nakedness of a man with a man, the 
nakedness of a woman with a woman, the 
nakedness of a woman with a man, and the 
nakedness of a man with a woman.

knee. The navel and the knee are not nakedness.

This frequently concerns 
expressions used for sexual intercourse and the 
like. In these cases allusions should be used and

The scholars have said: With this and similar 
terms that are shameful to mention outright, an 
understandable allusion should be used. Thus 
sex with women is alluded to as “coming unto”

[mu’ashara], “falling upon” [wiqa’] and the like, 
and is not declared as “fucking” [naik], “sex” 
[jima’] and the like.
