Truly I
seek refuge in you from the evil of what I hear,
the evil of what I see, the evil of my tongue, the
evil of my heart, and the evil of my semen.” That
is, his crotch.

And he said: “Indeed I am
a young man with no wife, and occasionally I
have feared distress for myself and so I might
have masturbated with my hand; is there any
wrongdoing in that?” And Ibn ‘Abbas turned
away from him and said: “Uff, filthy! Having
relations with a slave girl is better than that,
although it is still better than adultery.”

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Regarding his [Al-Nasafi’s] words “and the
concealment of the head of a penis in the front
part or the rear; both require ...” Concealment
in an animal's vagina does not make washing

necessary except in the case of discharge.

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There is no difference between intercourse in the

front and in the rear, with a human or with an
animal; Al-Shafi’i and Abu Thaur said the same



in this regard. It is taught regarding intercourse
with an animal that the hajj is not invalidated
from doing it.

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‘Imran ibn Talha related from his mother
Hamnah bint Jahsh that she suffered from vaginal
bleeding during the time of the Messenger of
Allah (sAW), so she went to the Messenger of
Allah (sAW) and said: “Indeed I have been
suffering from very aggravating and intense
bleeding.” He said to her: “Stuff some cotton in.”
She said to him: “It’s more intense than that; it's
really coming out a lot.” He said: “Put something
around yourself to hold it in and wait out the
bleeding every month, as Allah is aware, for six
or seven days; then wash yourself really well and
pray and fast for 23 or 24 days; postpone
the dhuhr prayer but do the ‘asr prayer earlier,



washing yourself really well for both of them;
and postpone the maghrab prayer but hasten the
‘ishaa prayer, washing yourself really well for both
of them; this is how I best prefer these two issues.”

Sunan Ibn Majah, The book of purity and its sunnah
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It [washing] is obligatory for a man upon
discharge of semen and upon penetration of the
head of the penis into any opening, whether in
the front or the rear, male or female, even an
animal, or a little boy into a little girl. And it is
obligatory for a woman upon discharge of her
semen and from any penis that enters her front
part or her rear, even if it is crippled or it is of a
young boy or animal, and in menstruation and
the postpartum period, or in the dry birth of a
child; this is contingent upon the entire head of
the penis becoming concealed.

Ibn Al-Nagqib Al-Misri, ‘Umda Al-salik, The book of purity
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The necessity for washing does not depend on
the emission of semen; rather when the head of
the penis disappears inside the vagina, washing is
obligatory for the man and the woman. There is
no disagreement on this today, although there
was disagreement among some of the
Companions and those after them, but then all
convened on what we have mentioned and
evidence of this has been presented. Our
companions have said that if the head of the
penis goes into the rear of a woman or the rear
of a man, or the vagina of an animal or its rear,
washing is obligatory whether the one penetrated
is alive or dead, small or grown, whether it was
intentional or absentminded, and whether it was



by choice or compulsion; or if a woman inserts a
man’s penis into herself while he is sleeping,
whether the penis is erect or not, and whether it
is circumcised or uncircumcised. Washing is
obligatory in all of these instances, for the one
doing it and the one getting it done to them,
except if the one doing it or the one getting it
done to them is a young boy or young girl, in
which case it is not said to be obligatory, since
the young boy is not yet responsible for his
actions, although it can be said that he has
become sexually impure, and if he is of the age
of discernment it is obligatory for his guardian
to ask him to wash, just as he asks him to
perform ablution.

Al-Nawawi, Al-minhaj, The book of menstruation
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A certain man asked the Messenger of Allah
(SAW) about someone who has sex with a woman
of his household but then dwindles and does not
finish; is it obligatory for them to wash? And
‘Aishah was sitting there. The Messenger of
Allah (SAW) said: “Indeed I do that, me and her,

and then we wash.”

Sahih Muslim, The book of menstruation
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If a man inserts part of the head of the penis, or
has intercourse in other than the vagina, or in
the bellybutton, and does not ejaculate, he is not
obliged to wash ... If the head of the penis has
been cut off, and he inserts what remains of his
penis, and it is equal to the size of the head,
washing is obligatory ... If it is less than this,
nothing is necessary.

and He traced a line for me with his foot, and
ordered me to sit down inside of it. Then He set
out until He stood in one position and began to
recite the Qur’an; and a multitude of dark figures
shrouded him, and got between me and him, so
that I could no longer hear his voice. Then they
went and began to disperse like clouds and leave,
until only a group of them remained. And the
Messenger of Allah (SAW) panicked when dawn
came, and went and defecated, then came to me
and said: What did the group of them do?! [ said:
Those are them, oh Messenger of Allah. So He
grabbed some bones and some dung and gave it
to them to eat. Then He forbade anyone from
using bones or dung to wipe with.

“Will we have sex in Jannah?” He said: “Yes, I
swear by Him who holds my soul in His
hand, banging and banging, and whenever a man
gets up from a woman, she will become pure and
virgin again.”
